Acclaimed Austin-based Latin funk orchestra Grupo Fantasma has earned a Grammy-nomination for their latest set, El Existential. Released in May 2010 on Nat Geo Music, the album is applauded by critics with Huffington Post declaring it “a sound done so right that you have to hand the crown to this group,” and Billboard praising the band for their “tightly weaving Anglo, Afro and Latin musical genres, El Existential takes on an identity of its own.”

Grupo Fantasma is widely known for their energetic live shows, which NPR declares “seamless…whenever and wherever they’re on stage.” The 10-piece orchestra is praised by Blurt has “arguably the best thing currently going on in modern funk.” The band has backed Prince on numerous occasions, including performances at Coachella, “The Tonight Show with Jay Leno,” and at London’s 02 Arena, and their horn section recently performed with indie rock band Spoon.

Brought together by Austin’s bustling music scene, Grupo Fantasma formed in 2000 and is comprised of musicians hailing from Latin American and Texan backgrounds. Praised as one of the most important independent acts in the Latin genre, the band draws from influences including cumbia, salsa, old-school funk, reggae and more.
